Lesson: 
 

In our Palm Sunday narrative, the Gospels offer us many details. One strik-
ing detail is that the disciples did not understand the symbolism of Jesus’ coming 
until our Lord was glorified, raised from the dead. Then they remembered the 
things written about Jesus. Jesus and the disciples went together from town to 
town healing, teaching, traveling, and repeat. Jesus instructed these disciples on a 
variety of things. When your schedule is that full, sometimes it’s hard to remem-
ber a lesson Jesus taught months ago. 
 
  
But the passage indicates that the disciples remembered these things when        
Jesus was raised from the dead. The resurrection gave them new minds to con-
nect all these events and their significance. 
 
 
And this is what this covenant renewal is: a post-resurrection reminder of the 
things Jesus did and said he would do for us. In short, he will call, cleanse,        
consecrate, commune, and commission us. Worship is a kind of review class for 
the test of life. If we know our hearts, we know that we are prone to wander and 
forget. So come brothers and sisters, let us remember what Christ has done for us 
on this Palm Sunday
